James 1:1-8 

• If you need wisdom, ask our generous God 
• He will give it to you 
• But when you ask, be sure your faith is in God alone 
• A person with divided loyalty is as unsettled as a wave of the 

sea 
• Don’t expect to receive anything from the Lord 
• Loyalty divided between God and the world 
• Unstable in everything they do 

 
Loyalty Defined – Faithful and unswerving in allegiance - implies a firm 
resistance to any temptation to desert or betray 

• This can be increasing 
• The more divided we are in our loyalty – the more unstable we 

will be 
• If there is one thing we need in the culture of our day is a 

stability that keeps you secure 
§ Secure in your worldview (Biblical) 
§ Secure in who you are in Christ  
§ Secure in who is your source for all that you need 

 
 

• James 1:8 (NLT) — 8 Their loyalty is divided between God and 
the world, and they are unstable in everything they do. 

• James 1:8 (NASB95) — 8 being a double-minded man, unstable 
in all his ways. 

• James 1:8 (Amplified) 8 being a double-minded man, 
unstable and restless in all his ways [in everything he thinks, 
feels, or decides] 

• James 1:8 (MSG) — 8 adrift at sea, keeping all your options 
open.

• Troubles test the strength of your loyalty – 
§ When they come your way 
§ Faith is tested

• James 1:6… for a person with divided loyalty is as unsettled as a 
wave of the sea that is blown and tossed by the wind. 

§ Blown and tossed by the wind 
§ Shipwrecked faith 

• 1 Timothy 1:19 (NLT) — 19 Cling to your faith in Christ, and keep 
your conscience clear. For some people have deliberately 
violated their consciences; as a result, their faith has been 
shipwrecked.
