Theme of Daniel:

Summary of Chapter 2:

God gives a dream to the most powerful man in the world -- King Nebuchadnezzar - to reveal the
future course of world history.

God uses a Jew, Daniel, not only to interpret the dream, but to declare the absolutely sovereignty of
the true and living God.

The dream reveals a train of Four Major Gentile Kingdoms which will ultimately give way to God’s
Everlasting Kingdom.

Thus, this chapter unveils the future not only for the Jewish people, but for humanity.

Finally, the events of this story result in the promotion of Daniel (and his friends) to the highest offices
of administration in Babylon.
