Series: God’s Will  

05/20-21/2023 

Message Summary: 

This was the final week in the series “God’s Will.” Pastor Kevin gave a message titled “He is 
Your Guide” in which he illustrated there are several ways to find a destination, but God’s way 
is the right way. We were given biblical guidelines to follow to ensure we are living in God’s 
will and not our own flesh. 

 

 

Group Discussion: 

What are some key takeaways from this weekend’s message?  Why is this so impactful to 
you? 

Read Ps. 32:8-9. This scripture shows us that God wants to guide us. Sometimes this may be 
through visions or dreams that the Holy Spirit gives us but most often it is through God’s 
holy Word. 

1. Share with the group a time God has spoken to you through a vision, a dream, or through His 
Word. How do you know for certain it was God speaking to you? 

Read Prov. 3:5-6 & Matt. 11:28-30. We learned that when we are anxious and feel like we 
have fallen out of God’s will, we push God away from us. 

1. Why do we get so anxious about God’s will? 

Read Ps. 40:8 & Gal. 5:16-17. We need to be willing to obey and make a commitment to 
God’s will in advance because there is constantly a battle going on between God’s will and 
our will. 

1. Share a time you purposed in your heart that you would obey and commit to God no matter        
the circumstance.

Read 1 John 1:9 & Rom. 12:2. We need to make sure we are in fellowship with God, so we 
that have a clear conscience when coming to Him. 

1. Do you make a habit of confessing your sins to God daily? 
2. If not, do you now understand the importance of keeping a clear conscience before God? 

Read Prov. 19:20, 23:23, 24:6, Rom. 8:26, and James 1:5. We need to ask God for wisdom and 
seek the truth. 

1. Share a time when you failed to seek God for wisdom and truth when trying to determine His 
will in an area of your life. What was the outcome? 

Read Ps. 37:4, 84:11, 145:19, Prov. 16:1, 16:3, and 16:9. If we are to follow God’s guidance in 
seeking His will, we must consider our desires, make a decision (in faith), and allow 
circumstances to confirm God’s will. 

1.  Notice here that the instruction is to allow circumstances to CONFIRM God’s will and not 
REVEAL God’s will. What does this mean and how does it occur? 

 
 

Weekly Reflection: 

1. Based on how the Spirit has spoken to you this week, what is one action step you want to take this week 
to align yourself more fully with Scripture? 

2. How has your time with God, in the Word and in prayer, been this past week? 
3. What personal spiritual struggle(s) are you facing right now and how will you actively surrender them to 

God this week? (Marriage, parenting, work, finances, relationships, personal strongholds/sin, etc.) 
4. What else can we be praying with you about this week?
