So Jacob went on his journey and came to
the land of the people of the East. And he
looked, and saw a well in the field; and
behold, there were three flocks of sheep
lying by it; for out of that well they
watered the flocks.

A large stone was on the well’s mouth.

But they said, “We cannot until all the
flocks are gathered together, and they
have rolled the stone from the well’s
mouth; then we water the sheep.”

Now while he was still speaking with them,
Rachel came with her father’s sheep, for
she was a shepherdess. And it came to
pass, when Jacob saw Rachel the daughter
of Laban his mother’s brother, and the
sheep of Laban his mother’s brother, that
Jacob went near and rolled the stone from
the well’s mouth, and watered the flock of
Laban his mother’s brother.

So Jacob
served seven years for Rachel, and they
seemed only a few days to him because
of the love he had for her. Then Jacob
said to Laban, “Give me my wife, for my
days are fulfilled, that | may go in to her.”

Now it
came to pass in the evening, that he took
Leah his daughter and brought her to
Jacob; and he went in to her. And Laban
gave his maid Zilpah to his daughter Leah
as a maid.
