And
a man wrestled with him until the
breaking of the day. 2When the man
saw that he did not prevail against
Jacob, he touched his hip socket, and
Jacob’s hip was put out of joint as he
wrestled with him.

I[Jesus] told them a parable to the
effect that they ought always to pray
and not lose heart. 2He said, “In a cer-
tain city there was a judge who nei-
ther feared God nor respected man.
3And there was a widow in that city
who kept coming to him and saying,
‘Give me justice against my adver-
sary.” 4For a while he refused, but
afterward he said to himself, “Though
I neither fear God nor respect man,
Syet because this widow keeps both-
ering me, I will give her justice, so
that she will not beat me down by
her continual coming.”” ©And the
Lord said, “Hear what the unrigh-
teous judge says. 7And will not
God give justice to his elect, who
cry to him day and night? Will he
delay long over them? 3I tell you, he
will give justice to them speedily.
Nevertheless, when the Son of Man
comes, will he find faith on earth?”
