1. Read 1 Corinthians 15:35-41. The Corinthians had view of body and soul called “dualism.” What is

dualism and how does Paul address their skepticism of a true bodily resurrection using examples from

nature?

2. Read 1 Corinthians 15:42-44. \What are the three contrasts Paul makes between our current bodies and

our resurrection bodies? How does Paul’s description of our resurrected bodies fuel your future hope?

3. What does it mean that Jesus became the last Adam (vv.45-49), and how does this comparison help us

understand what Christ accomplished for humanity?



4. How can the promise of a resurrection body designed specifically for eternity in God's presence change
the way you view your current physical limitations or suffering? How does this future hope affect how

you invest your time and energy today?

5. How should the truth that Jesus gave up his heavenly body to take on a body of dust so we could

receive heavenly bodies shape our worship and surrender to him?

6. Pastor Jared mentioned letting our "sanctified imagination run wild" about resurrection bodies. What

aspects of having a resurrection body are you most excited about?
