1. Read 1 Corinthians 11:2-16. What was your initial understanding of this passage before hearing the

2. How dies this passage build off of the context of last week’s text of 1 Corinthians 10:31-11:1? 

3. How does the biblical concept of "headship" differ from our culture's understanding of being "the 

boss" or "in charge"? Why is this distinction important? How do we see this displayed in Godhead 

(Father, Son, Holy Spirit)? 



4. While the specific issue of Dionysian worship may not be as prevalent for us, how does the principle of 

this passage apply to current cultural issues around gender and identity? How can we speak truth with 

love? Have you had to navigate this issue within your relationship circles? 

5. How does understanding that men and women are created equally in God's image but with 

complementary differences reshape your view of gender and relationships? 

6. Discuss this statement: "Worship is not about personal expression or personal preferences, but about 

exalting the name of Jesus." What are some ways we might inadvertently make worship about 

ourselves?
