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1. How were the Corinthians abusing the taking of the Lord’s Supper? Even though they gathered for 

“communion,” how had they completely betrayed its meaning and purpose? 

2. Paul says the Corinthians would be better off not meeting together (v. 17). What does this tell us about 

the seriousness of how we treat corporate worship and communion? 

3. How does viewing church as a family rather than an event we attend/consume change how we 

approach: 

• Sunday worship? 

• Serving opportunities? 

• Relationships with other believers? 



4. Pastor Jared said that communion prompts us to: Look up (v.24), Look Back (v.25), and Look forward 

(v.26). 

• Look Up: How does communion help us shift our focus to gratitude for Jesus' sacrifice? 

• Look Back: What does the "new covenant" mean, and how does communion remind us of God's 

faithfulness? 

• Look Forward: How does communion give us hope in the midst of suffering? 

5. "Communion is not a reward for the righteous but a feast for repentant sinners." How does this truth both 

comfort and challenge you?
