1. What were some of the specific problems happening during worship in the Corinthian church? How

were these issues hindering the church's mission?

2. Paul mentions several elements of worship in verse 26 (hymns, lessons, revelations, tongues,
interpretations). Why does he emphasize that "all things be done for building up”? How can we tell if
we're using our gifts to build others up versus drawing attention to ourselves? What are some warning

signs?

3. The Lego lllustration: How does the Lego analogy help you understand the difference between having
spiritual gifts and using them in an orderly way? What happens when we have all the right "pieces" but

no structure?



4. Pastor Ricky mentioned that sometimes something meaningful to us personally might not be beneficial

for the body collectively. Have you ever experienced this tension? How did you handle it?

5. Paul addresses women's roles in verses 34-35 within the context of orderly worship. How does
understanding the historical and cultural context help us interpret and apply this passage appropriately?
Why is it important to interpret more difficult passages (like this one) in light of clearer ones (like 1

Corinthians 11:5)?

6. How does the Trinitarian order of Father, Son, and Spirit working together in perfect harmony serve as a

model for how the church should function?
