The Spirit of God will never lead us to do something contrary to the Spirit of Jesus as
revealed in the scriptures, especially Galatians 5:22-23.
¥ Inline with the purpose of the Spirit
The saints will be equipped, and the body of Jesus built up. (Ephesians 4:12)
¥ Inline with the wisdom of Godly and Christ-like people (Proverbs 20:18)
