Revelation 2:12-17

As we continue in this series on the first three chapters of Revelation, we are asking God, 
“Please check and correct my alignment with You?” Our desire is to align with Jesus’ Spirit, 
experiencing life to its fullest as overcomers.

Recap
Revelation is a book authored by Jesus through his close friend and follower, John. The 
original audience is seven churches whose existence is being threatened by political 
forces, social pressures, and their own misalignment. Today, we consider the misalignment 
threatening the Church in Pergamum. We will be confronted with how even the most 
courageous Christians can drift into compromise and how to correct it.
