1.	 Allow Jesus to be your advocate? (I John 2:1)

2.	 Confess your sin. 
• Is there a sin you need to confess to God? (I John 1:9) 
• Is there a sin you need to confess to a trusted friend? (James 5:16) 
• Is there an apology you need to make to someone? (Matthew 5:23-24)

3.	 Abide in Him. 
• The effort to live, stay in Him … abide. (I John 2:5-6) 

4.	 Walk in the Light. (I John 2:6)
