1 John 4:1-21

The noise of deception can be difficult to identify as untrue, requiring keen attention and 
insight. Neglecting to unmask fabrications will leave us foolishly vulnerable. John is committed 
to seeing that we become “Nobody’s Fool” (I John 2:26a, 3:7a, 4:1, 5:21). Today, we uncover ways 
to “foolproof” the faith we seek to develop.
