DiscussioN QUESTIONS

1. What does the rainbow mean in Genesis 9, and why does it matter that the “bow” God
sets in the sky was originally a weapon of war that He now lays down?

2. Genesis 9 emphasizes that God sees the bow and God remembers His covenant.
What does this show us about the rainbow pointing first to God’s identity and

character rather than to ours—and how does that reshape the way we think about
His faithfulness?

3. 1 Peter S calls us to cast our anxieties on God and also to resist the devil. How do these
two commands work together, and what might non-anxious resistance look like as we
face the lies, pressures, or identity-confusions of the world?

4. Asyou think about the rainbow, God’s remembrance, and our call to resistance, where
do you most need God’s rest and peace this week? How can we pray for one another to
trust His promise and to resist with confidence in His care?
