1. ...also come at a cost!  Jesus paid the price on Calavary! 

2. But if you are here and saved today, someone else also paid a 

price to help you see Christ and come to faith in Him!

They are 

willing to speak out the mysteries of God. 

4. THE GIVERS:  Those who choose to give of their resources to 

move the kingdom of God forward. 

5. THE MARTYRS:  Those who choose not to love their lives so 

much that they would be willing to sacrifice their lives for the 

cause of Jesus!
