Day of Pentecost / Numbers 11:24-30 (CEB) / May 24, 2026

Reading (Lectio)

(Numbers 11:24) So Moses went out and told the people the Lord’s words. He assembled seventy men from the
people’s elders and placed them around the tent.

(Numbers 11:25) The Lord descended in a cloud, spoke to him, and took some of the spirit that was on him and
placed it on the seventy elders. When the spirit rested on them, they prophesied, but only this once.

(Numbers 11:26) Two men had remained in the camp, one named Eldad and the second named Medad, and the
spirit rested on them. They were among those registered, but they hadn’t gone out to the tent, so they prophesied
in the camp.

(Numbers 11:27) A young man ran and told Moses, “Eldad and Medad are prophesying in the camp.”

(Numbers 11:28) Joshua, Nun’s son and Moses’ assistant since his youth, responded, “My master Moses, stop
them!”

(Numbers 11:29) Moses said to him, “Are you jealous for my sake? If only all the Lord’s people were prophets
with the Lord placing his spirit on them!”

(Numbers 11:30) Moses and Israel’s elders were assembled in the camp.

Spirit Unbound

1. Preface

The Holy Spirit has come upon us! Through the Holy Spirit, God is with us anytime and anywhere. Within God’s
will, and through the Spirit unbound, we experience spiritual freedom as children of God—anytime and anywhere.

From what are we set free? Through the Word God grants us this Pentecost Sunday, I hope that all of us
gathered here may experience true spiritual freedom and, through the Holy Spirit already dwelling within us,
rediscover spiritual passion and renewal.

2. Moses

Moses was a leader of extraordinary ability who led the Israelites—numbering more than 600,000 people—out
of Egypt during the Exodus. His leadership has been remembered throughout history.

Yet even Moses, as we see at the beginning of Chapter 11 in today’s Scripture passage, pours out his
anguish before God. As he led countless people through the wilderness, living in tents and relying entirely on
God’s provision of manna and quail, Moses became exhausted by the constant complaints and burdens of the
people. His suffering grew so severe that he even pleaded with God to let him die.

Perhaps Moses’ lament reflects the hearts of many people today—those who feel overwhelmed by the
burdens of life and crushed beneath responsibilities they cannot carry alone.



So how does God respond to those who struggle under heavy burdens and long for true leadership and
hope? In verse 23, God says to Moses: “Is the Lord’s power too weak? Now you will see whether my word will
come true or not.”

3. The Tent of Meeting

Despite his emotional exhaustion, Moses still obeyed God’s word. He went out, delivered God’s message to the
people, gathered seventy elders, and had them stand around the tent. (v.24)

Here, the number seventy symbolizes completeness and representative leadership—Ileadership established
under God’s authority. The tent mentioned in this passage refers to the Tent of Meeting, the holy place where
God’s presence dwelled among the people.

The tabernacle emphasized God’s dwelling among His people. The Tent of Meeting, however,
emphasized relationship and communication—the place where God met and spoke with Moses and the Israelites.
The leadership God revealed was not leadership through isolation, but leadership through communion and shared
responsibility.

These elders were not replacing Moses; they were sharing the burden of leadership with him. God’s
answer to Moses’ burnout was not simply rest, but community and shared responsibility. Faithful leadership is
never meant to be carried alone.

Then the Lord came down and spoke with Moses, and He placed upon the seventy elders the same Spirit
that had rested upon Moses. (v.25) God does not abandon a community in crisis. Instead, He comes near in His
presence and pours out His Spirit—not upon one individual alone, but upon the community. The Holy Spirit is
not exclusive. God’s Spirit reaches those who seek to follow His heart and His will.

When the Spirit rested upon the elders, they prophesied. Yet this happened only once; they did not
continue prophesying afterward. (v.25) Why did the elders prophesy only once? The prophecy mentioned in this
passage does not primarily refer to fortune-telling or predicting the future. In the Hebrew understanding, this word
describes a person being moved by the Spirit of God. This means that God was not granting them a permanent
mystical power. Rather, much like baptism—which is received once yet shapes a lifetime—God visibly marked
them as participants in a Spirit-filled community and shared ministry.

Today, we also gather here with a longing to experience the presence of God together. Our church is not
sustained by mystical power—or the burnout—of a few leaders alone. Through the Holy Spirit who comes near
to each one of us, all of us are called to share in God’s work together.

Today, we may not prophesy in the same visible way as the elders did, but the same Holy Spirit continues
to work through our words, actions, encouragement, compassion, and witness. Not only within this sanctuary, but
also within the ordinary circumstances of our daily lives, we are called to speak words inspired by the Holy Spirit,
reveal God’s presence through our lives, and proclaim His truth to the world.

4. Spirit Unbound



Among the seventy elders were two men, Eldad and Medad, who did not go out to the Tent of Meeting but
remained within the camp. Nevertheless, the Spirit still rested upon them. And there in the camp, they
prophesied—that is, under the influence of the Holy Spirit, they gave visible spiritual expression. (v.26)

A young man ran and reported this news to Moses (v.27), and Joshua—who had followed and served
Moses faithfully for many years—immediately urged Moses to stop them. (v.28) Why did Joshua react this way?
At that time, the Israelite community received God’s word primarily through Moses. Joshua feared that
unauthorized prophecy might threaten the spiritual order of the community and distort the authority God had
established. Similar tensions later appeared within the early church after the time of Jesus, as false teachings and
divisions began to emerge.

Moses answered: “Are you jealous for my sake? If only all the Lord’s people were prophets, and the Lord
would place His Spirit upon them!” (v.29) Moses did not view leadership as competition. He refused to become
possessive over spiritual authority.

True spiritual leadership is secure enough to empower others. That is why God entrusted authority to
Moses, and through Moses, shared that responsibility with the elders. The movement of the Spirit expanded
beyond the Tent of Meeting into the camp itself. God’s work was no longer centered upon one individual alone,
but began flowing through the community together.

What does this mean for us today? It means that God continues to reveal His presence and guidance not
only through preaching inside the church, but also through the ordinary moments of daily life. The inspiration of
the Holy Spirit is not confined within church walls. As we listen to God and speak words of truth, encouragement,
compassion, and grace to the people we encounter each day, the Spirit continues to move among His people. Just
as Moses desired, God continues to pour out His Spirit upon ordinary people even today.

5. Conclusion

Through God’s perfect spiritual leadership, the Holy Spirit came upon Moses and the seventy elders, and
ultimately through Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit has now come to dwell among all of us. With the Holy Spirit
abiding in our hearts, we gather together as God’s people to bear witness that His Word is still being fulfilled in
this world.

As long as we continue bearing witness together, burnout, inequality, fear, and unstable emotions will
never be able to overcome our community. God sees our hearts, and He will continue to use us as instruments of
His salvation and grace.

As a pastor called to proclaim God’s Word, I firmly believe that through the Holy Spirit, God is present
not only within this message, but also within the ordinary fabric of your daily lives.

I believe the people you encounter will experience the fragrance of Christ through you. Through your
compassion, your fellowship, your encouragement, and your faithfulness, the presence of the Holy Spirit will
become visible to the world.

And as the Holy Spirit continues to move freely across this land, I believe not only our community, but
this nation and all humanity, may be guided—not merely by the limited leadership of human beings, but by the
spiritual leadership of God Himself. And through that movement of the Spirit, true spiritual renewal will come.



I pray that the Holy Spirit may dwell richly within our community, throughout this nation, and among all
people. Amen.
