Trinity Sunday / Genesis 1:1-4a, Matthew 28:16-20 (CEB) / May 31, 2026

Reading (Lectio)
(Genesis 1:1) When God began to create the heavens and the earth—

(Genesis 1:2) the earth was without shape or form, it was dark over the deep sea, and God’s wind swept over the
waters—

(Genesis 1:3) God said, “Let there be light.” And so light appeared.

(Genesis 1:4a) God saw how good the light was.

(Matthew 28:16) Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain where Jesus told them to go.
(Matthew 28:17) When they saw him, they worshipped him, but some doubted.

(Matthew 28:18) Jesus came near and spoke to them, “I’ve received all authority in heaven and on earth.

(Matthew 28:19) Therefore, go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit,

(Matthew 28:20) teaching them to obey everything that I’ve commanded you. Look, I myself will be with you
every day until the end of this present age.”

God’s Deep Concern

1. Preface

May 25 was Memorial Day—a day to reflect upon the dedication of the soldiers who devoted themselves to their
country and to express our deep gratitude for their service.

For those who have family members serving in the military, however, Memorial Day is not merely a day
of gratitude. Their hearts are filled with concern for the lives and safety of those performing dangerous duties for
their country. Whenever news breaks of war or conflict in the region where their loved ones are stationed, their
hearts shake with anxiety and fear. For them, the lives of their family members are deeply precious, and their love
is sincere and profound.

God’s love—which embraces us as His beloved children—also contains this kind of deep concern. As we
read today’s Scriptures, where might we discover that holy deep concern of God? Through these passages, may
we once again reflect upon the preciousness of the lives of those around us.

2. Trinity

To help us reflect upon this holy deep concern, the Church gives us the theme of Trinity for this Sunday. But what
is Trinity? Although we hear this word frequently in church, it is, in many ways, a difficult doctrine to fully
comprehend. After Jesus’ ascension, many theologians attempted to explain the mystery of the Trinity, and
throughout history the Church wrestled carefully with teachings that did not faithfully express it.



While the doctrine of the Trinity is important, the word itself can sometimes feel distant or abstract. In
fact, the term “Trinity” does not explicitly appear in the Bible. God’s love is not merely something to be
intellectually defined—it is something to be experienced and encountered.

If that is so, how can we understand Trinity? And how can we experience the love of God more deeply?
To answer these questions, we must turn to the story of God’s creation and to Jesus’ Great Commission.

3. Holy Father, God’s Creation

In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. (Genesis 1:1) When we first hear this passage, we are
reminded of God’s perfection, greatness, and power as Creator. However, if we look at the following verse, we
see that something already existed before creation took its ordered form: formlessness and darkness. (v.2)
Darkness represented uncertainty and uncreation. Genesis intentionally depicts a world not yet prepared for life.

As God looked upon this world unprepared for life, what did He do? The Spirit of God swept over the
waters—the deep sea that symbolized chaos, uncertainty, and uncreation. (v.2) In Hebrew, the word translated as
“wind” can also mean breath or spirit. Through the hovering presence of the Spirit, the Father drew near to creation
with divine care and holy exertion.

Why would a perfect God draw so near to chaos? Because, as every mother knows, bringing forth life is
never a simple or distant act. Gazing upon a world destined to contain uncertainty, suffering, and imperfection,
God moved toward creation with holy deep concern born from love. Just as an eagle hovers over its young to
protect its nest—as described in Deuteronomy 32:11—the Spirit of God hovered over the waters with the heart
of a parent.

Then, into that world filled with chaos, God spoke His very first command: “Let there be light.” (v.3) And
light came into being, and God saw that it was good. (v.4a)

This light is more than physical illumination. It is the first revelation of God’s loving will toward creation.
Not sentimental love, but enduring love: love willing to remain near chaos, to nurture unfinished life, and to begin
again. The light is the outward manifestation of God’s refusal to leave creation in darkness.

4. Holy Son, The Authority in Heaven and on Earth

As the fulfillment of that light, Jesus came into this world and dwelt among us. His unwavering love—a love not
even death could sever—Ied to the resurrection. Yet even after the resurrection, chaos and darkness did not
completely disappear from the world. Because of Judas’s betrayal, only eleven disciples came to the mountain
where Jesus had called them. (Matthew 28:16) The incomplete number eleven subtly reminds us that instability
and brokenness still remained.

When the disciples saw the risen Jesus, they worshipped Him. Yet some still doubted. (v.17) Even after
witnessing the resurrection, human weakness and uncertainty had not vanished. And what did Jesus do? Just as
God moved toward the chaos at creation, Jesus also came near to His doubting disciples. (v.18)

What must Jesus have felt as He approached them? He surely knew the suffering that awaited them. He
knew that many would endure persecution and martyrdom. Looking upon these fragile disciples whom He loved



so deeply, rather than rebuking their suspicions, His heart must have trembled with compassion and concern—
like the heart of a parent watching over beloved children.

Then Jesus declared: “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.” (v.18) What kind of
authority is this? Perhaps it is not the kind of authority the world expects. Perhaps it is the authority we first
witnessed when the Spirit hovered over the chaotic waters. Perhaps it is the authority we see again in Christ, who
stands among doubting disciples and still chooses to remain with them. This authority is revealed through holy
trembling: the unchanging love of God that refuses to abandon humanity in the midst of chaos.

5. Holy Spirit, The Great Commission

Just as God once declared, “Let there be light,” Jesus now gives another command: “Go therefore and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.” (v.19)
How can we possibly make disciples of all nations? How can we baptize others in the name of the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit?

Like the disciples in verse 17, we also worship while carrying trembling hearts. As children of God, we
experience the holy deep concern of God and of Christ Himself. And when we carry within our hearts the sincere
love and concern that God has for human life, the Holy Spirit works through us to awaken that same holy deep
concern within the hearts of others.

Baptism, therefore, is not merely an act of clerical authority. It is a living relationship of love in which the
community of faith joins together to bear witness to God’s holy deep concern for humanity. And through the Holy
Spirit, Christ invites us to participate in His mission—the mission rooted in the authority of heaven and earth that
He Himself received.

Jesus continues: “Teach them to obey everything that I have commanded you. And remember, I am with
you always, to the end of the age.” (v.20) How will Jesus truly remain with us always?

A holy trembling arises within us when we truly recognize the preciousness of human life, when we feel
the responsibility entrusted to us as children of God, and when we realize that we cannot fulfill God’s mission by
our own strength alone.

This trembling does not arise because God is absent or because we are weak. Rather, it emerges because
Jesus—present beside us through the Holy Spirit—shares that deep concern with us. And through that holy deep
concern, we come to realize that Christ is always nearby.

Ultimately, the Great Commission is not simply a command to accomplish a task. It is an invitation to
participate in the very character and life of God.

6. Conclusion

In a world filled with chaos, we cannot completely escape feelings of fear and anxiety. Wars continue, violence
remains, and suffering has not disappeared from the earth. Yet at the same time, the light created by God still
shines.



Through hearts sincerely directed toward life, we experience the holy trembling of the Father, the Son,
and the Holy Spirit.

I pray that with hearts that truly cherish the sanctity of life, we may reach out as disciples of Jesus to those
who long to experience the love of God more deeply. And I pray that through us, the holy stirring of the Holy
Spirit may awaken within their hearts also, so that the world God created may be healed through His holy love.

Practice (Response)
1. Where do you experience “holy trembling” in your life today, and how might God be present within it?

2. Like the Spirit hovering over the waters and Jesus drawing near to doubting disciples, where might God be
calling you to remain near chaos rather than turn away from it?

3. How can we participate in God’s holy love this week by cherishing the preciousness of human life and
walking alongside others through the Holy Spirit?
