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Happy Accident - A mistake that results in a beneficial outcome

Matthew 7:15-16, 20 (NIV) 15 “Watch out for false prophets. They come to you
in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ferocious wolves. 16 By their fruit you
will recognize them... 20 Thus, by their fruit you will recognize them.”

Matthew 11:18-19 (NIV) 18 *For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they
say, ‘He has a demon.’ 19 The Son of Man came eating and drinking, and they
say, ‘Here is a glutton and a drunkard, a friend of tax collectors and sinners.” But
wisdom is proved right by her deeds.”

Deuteronomy 18:22 (NIV) 22 If what a prophet proclaims in the name of the
Lord does not take place or come true, that is a message the Lord has not
spoken...

James 2:17 (NIV) 17 In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by
action, is dead.

1 Corinthians 3:12-13 (NIV) 12 If anyone builds on this foundation using gold,
silver, costly stones, wood, hay or straw, 13 their work will be shown for what it is,
because the Day will bring it to light. It will be revealed with fire, and the fire will
test the quality of each person's work.

1 Corinthians 4:20 (NIV) 20 For the kingdom of God is not a matter of talk but
of power.

Fruit, deeds, actions, power, actually doing what the Father wants,
prophesying accurately, building something that survives - These are all the
same , and that appears often.
