THE FIRST READING: Ezekiel 37:1-14 
 

The hand of the LORD came upon me, and he brought me out by the spirit of 
the LORD and set me down in the middle of a valley; it was full of bones. He 
led me all around them; there were very many lying in the valley, and they 
were very dry. He said to me, “Mortal, can these bones live?” I answered, 
“O Lord GOD, you know.” Then he said to me, “Prophesy to these bones and 
say to them: O dry bones, hear the word of the LORD. Thus says the 
Lord GOD to these bones: I will cause breath to enter you, and you shall 
live. I will lay sinews on you and will cause flesh to come upon you and 
cover you with skin and put breath in you, and you shall live, and you shall 
know that I am the LORD.” 
 

So I prophesied as I had been commanded, and as I prophesied, suddenly 
there was a noise, a rattling, and the bones came together, bone to its 
bone. I looked, and there were sinews on them, and flesh had come upon 
them, and skin had covered them, but there was no breath in them. Then he 
said to me, “Prophesy to the breath, prophesy, mortal, and say to the 
breath: Thus says the Lord GOD: Come from the four winds, O breath, and 
breathe upon these slain, that they may live.” I prophesied as he 
commanded me, and the breath came into them, and they lived and stood 
on their feet, a vast multitude. 
 

Then he said to me, “Mortal, these bones are the whole house of Israel. 
They say, ‘Our bones are dried up, and our hope is lost; we are cut off 
completely.’ Therefore prophesy and say to them: Thus says the Lord GOD: I 
am going to open your graves and bring you up from your graves, O my 
people, and I will bring you back to the land of Israel. And you shall know 
that I am the LORD when I open your graves and bring you up from your 
graves, O my people. I will put my spirit within you, and you shall live, and I 
will place you on your own soil; then you shall know that I, the LORD, have 
spoken and will act, says the LORD.”

THE GOSPEL READING: Matthew 7:1-5, 12, 24-29 
 

“Do not judge, so that you may not be judged. For the judgment you give 
will be the judgment you get, and the measure you give will be the measure 
you get. Why do you see the speck in your neighbor’s eye but do not notice 
the log in your own eye? Or how can you say to your neighbor, ‘Let me take 
the speck out of your eye,’ while the log is in your own eye? You hypocrite, 
first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to take 
the speck out of your neighbor’s eye. 
 

“In everything do to others as you would have them do to you, for this is the 
Law and the Prophets. 
 

“Everyone, then, who hears these words of mine and acts on them will be 
like a wise man who built his house on rock. The rain fell, the floods came, 
and the winds blew and beat on that house, but it did not fall because it had 
been founded on rock. And everyone who hears these words of mine and 
does not act on them will be like a foolish man who built his house on 
sand. The rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and beat 
against that house, and it fell—and great was its fall!” 
Now when Jesus had finished saying these words, the crowds were 
astounded at his teaching, for he taught them as one having authority and 
not as their scribes.
