Children begin their time in worship and then
come forward for the children’s message, after which they proceed to Sunday School.
Be sure to register your child from 4 years old through 5th grade. If your child prefers to
stay with you during worship, activity baskets with crayons and activity sheets are
located at the back of the Sanctuary. Nursery care is available for those attending
services at 9:00 AM or 11:00 AM in the nursery room. The Nursery is currently being
held in Pastor Stephanie’s office, and Sunday School is located in Pastor Bailey’s office
or the Conference Room, depending on space availability.
