Romans 5:1-2 (NLT) Therefore, since we have been made 
right in God’s sight by faith, we have peace with God because 
of what Jesus Christ our Lord has done for us. Because of our 
faith, Christ has brought us into this place of undeserved 
privilege where we now stand, and we confidently and joyfully 
look forward to sharing God’s glory.

Philippians 4:6-7 (NIV) Do not be anxious about anything, but 
in every situation, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, 
present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which 
transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your 
minds in Christ Jesus. 
 
Key Thought: When a problem causes you to lose your peace, 
don’t hurry to resolve the problem in hopes of regaining peace, 
but                         regain peace and then see what can be done 
about the problem.
