Acts 27:14-29 But the weather changed abruptly...and blew us out to
sea. The sailors couldn’t turn the ship into the wind, so they gave
up...The terrible storm raged for many days...until at last all hope was
gone... “last night an angel of the God to whom I belong and whom I
serve stood beside me, and he said, ‘Don’t be afraid...God in his
goodness has granted safety to everyone...’ take courage! For I believe
God. It will be just as he said...” At this rate they were afraid we would
soon be driven against the rocks along the shore, so they threw out four
anchors from the back of the ship and prayed for daylight...
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3 Ways to stay anchored in Hope:

1. We’re anchored when we cultivate

Philippians 4:6-7 Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray
about everything. Tell God what you need, and thank him for
all he has done. Then you will experience God’s peace, which
exceeds anything we can understand. His peace will guard your
hearts and minds as you live in Christ Jesus.

2. We’re anchored when we hold onto

Psalm 119:81 My soul faints with longing for your salvation,
but I have put my hope in your word.

3. We’re anchored when we understand

Romans 5:2-4 And we rejoice in the hope of the glory of God.
Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we
know that suffering produces perseverance; perseverance,
character; and character, hope.

Walk Away: Christ , the hope of glory.

Zechariah 9:11-12 As for you also, because of the blood of my
covenant with you, I will set your prisoners free from the waterless pit.
Return to your stronghold, O prisoners of hope; today I declare that I
will restore to you double.
