The	devil	is	real	and	destructive.	
•	Not	a	figure	or	fairy	tale	

2009	-	40%	of	Christians	viewed	the	devil	as	just	a	symbol.	
2023	-	44%	of	Americans	say	the	devil	isn’t	real.

Ignoring	the	enemy	doesn’t	make	him	less	real	-	it	makes	his	mission
easier.
