Why
and what?

e Read: 1 Corinthians 12:12, 14, 19-21

e Describe a time when you blessed someone else as a result of your serving the church.
How did that experience make you feel?

¢ Read: Malachi 3:10

e What is your experience of tithing been within your entire Church life?

¢ |Is biblical tithing a regular act of worship for you? Why or why not?

e Share a story of how you have been changed by being a part of your church. If your story
with God is just beginning, can you feel God leading you somewhere new?
¢ Final thought: The church is more than just a building that we worship in once a week,
but rather we are the church each and every day of our lives. Commit to God in prayer
that you will do your part to become the church by loving the church, serving as the church
and supporting the church.
