Getting to Know Me Questions:  
 What is one of the most amazing things you have ever seen? How did witnessing this 

event impact you? 
 What is one of the biggest dreams in your life that you hope to see accomplished one 

day? 
Into the Bible Questions: 
 What’s something from this week’s teaching that you learned, that stood out, interesting 

etc? 

 What keeps you from believing that God can do the impossible? 
 READ: Joshua 10:12-14 

 What part of this prayer is the weirdest part to you? Anything else stick out to you in it? 
 The big idea for today is that we would pray “Big Audacious Prayers” 

 What keeps you from praying these prayers? 
 Pastor Kirby talked about trusting people with our hopes, dreams, goals and desires more 

so than we trust God with them.  Why do you think that is? 
 READ: Psalm 37:3-6 

 What keeps you from asking God for the desires of your heart? 
 According to these verses, we can ask for them; however, what are the “stipulations”?  

 Three ways to help us pray 
1. Pray like you know who you’re talking to! 

 When you’re praying, what does God look like or present to you like? Where does that 
come from and how has affected how you talk with God? 

2. Pray like you know what God can do! 
 What are some situations where you feel like you can no longer ask for God’s help? What 

has made you feel this way? 

 READ: Matthew 18:3 
 Why was it so important for Jesus to talk about the faith of children to all of the adults? 

 Is it possible to have that faith again when we’ve experienced the best and worst of this 
world? 

3. Pray like you know what’s at stake! 
 What is the biggest need you currently have? How can God and those around you help 

you in meeting that need? 

 What negative voices do you need silenced in order to allow God to make the sun stand 
still for you? 

Application Questions: 
 Where do you need the sun to stand still in your life? 

 Where have your prayers shrunk?
