* They will never hear about a life-changing Jesus...1f no one tells
them how Jesus changed and continues to change their life.

* No one will ever tell them about Jesus...unless someone explains
that their story needs to be shared.




2. They Begged Jesus To Stay

differences, the people begged Jesus
to stay.

* The Samaritan woman’s story was the
sign and wonder that proved Jesus
was real.

because of what you told us, but
because we have heard him ourselves.

Now we know that he 1s indeed the
Savior of the world.”
