Now in the church that was at Antioch there were certain
prophets and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon who was called
Niger, Lucius of Cyrene, Manaen who had been brought up
with Herod the tetrarch, and Saul.  As they ministered to
the Lord and fasted, the Holy Spirit said, “Now separate to
Me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called
them.”  Then, having fasted and prayed, and laid hands on
them, they sent them away.
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And we all, who with unveiled faces contemplate the
Lord’s glory, are being transformed into his image with
ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is
the Spirit.



Consequently, you are no longer foreigners and
strangers, but fellow citizens with God’s people and also
members of his household, built on the foundation of
the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as
the chief cornerstone.  In him the whole building is joined
together and rises to become a holy temple in the Lord. 22
