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Our God is all-knowing (omniscient)
so He “shows up” in special ways to
remind us He’s in charge!



'Then I looked, and behold, the Lamb was

2. God’s Mark (Revelation 14: 1b-5)

* 144,000 Great Witnesses (Revelation 7:4-8)
e Messianic Jews from the 12 tribes of Israel




The 144,000 Jewish Witnesses are saved and
sealed. Marked on their foreheads with the

Lambs name and God’s name. The seal stands
for God’s protection, possession and
preservation over them.



Everyone who is saved is sealed by God
and will never be lost from the
Fathers presence or possession!




“In Him, you also, after listening to the message
of truth, the gospel of your salvation—having
also believed, you were sealed in Him with the
Holy Spirit of promise, who is given as a pledge
of our inheritance, with a view to the redemption
of God’s own possession, to the praise of His

glory.

Ephesians 1:13-14



A seal indicates possession and security.
The presence of the Holy Spirit, the Seal, is the
believers guarantee of the security of salvation!
