● God​ ​has​ ​given​ ​us​ ​EVERYTHING 
● God​ ​intended​ ​for​ ​us​ ​to​ ​live​ ​with​ ​No​ ​Shame​ ​and​ ​No​ ​Condemnation 
● God​ ​gave​ ​us​ ​freedom​ ​to​ ​CHOOSE​ ​Him. 
● God​ ​can​ ​be​ ​TRUSTED​ ​and​ ​He​ ​NEVER​ ​witholds​ ​good​ ​things​ ​from​ ​His​ ​children 
● God​ ​wants​ ​to​ ​have​ ​a​ ​daily,​ ​intimate​ ​relationship​ ​with​ ​you!

1) Supplication​ ​–​ ​when​ ​we​ ​feel​ ​we​ ​are​ ​in​ ​need​ ​of​ ​help. 
2) Prayers​ ​–​ ​requests​ ​for​ ​the​ ​everyday​ ​matter​ ​in​ ​life. 
3) Intercession​ ​–​ ​using​ ​our​ ​access​ ​to​ ​God​ ​on​ ​behalf​ ​of​ ​others. 
4) Thanksgiving​ ​–​ ​“Thank​ ​you”​ ​=​ ​the​ ​greatest​ ​words​ ​of​ ​faith. 
5) “News”​ ​sharing​ ​–​ ​“talking​ ​through”​ ​the​ ​day. 

Psalm​ ​36:9​ ​​“In​ ​Your​ ​light​ ​we​ ​see​ ​light.” 
6) Intimate​ ​connection​ ​–​ ​love​ ​the​ ​Lord​ ​your​ ​God​ ​with​ ​all​ ​your​ ​heart​ ​… 
7) Declarative​ ​prayer​ ​–​ ​establishing​ ​the​ ​Kingdom​ ​in​ ​your​ ​life. 
8) Praying​ ​Scripture​ ​–​ ​releasing​ ​the​ ​power​ ​of​ ​God’s​ ​declared​ ​will. 
9) Spiritual​ ​Warfare​ ​–​ ​because​ ​our​ ​struggle​ ​is​ ​not​ ​against​ ​flesh​ ​and​ ​blood.

10) Be​ ​filled​ ​with​ ​the​ ​Holy​ ​Spirit​ ​–​ ​learn​ ​to​ ​recognize​ ​that​ ​He​ ​is​ ​ever​ ​present.
