Ephesians 2:8-9 (NIV) For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this not from yourselves, it is 
the gift of God—not by works, so that no one can boast.

Lord Jesus, I confess that I am a sinner and that I need you.  I believe that you paid the penalty for 
my sin when you died on the cross.  Thank you for taking my punishment and forgiving my sins so 
that I might have eternal life.  I now receive you as my Savior and Lord.  Please come into my life 
and make me the kind of person you want me to be.  I want to follow you and obey you forever.
