 A) Psalm 107:1-2 – We are to speak, declare, live, and rejoice in our 

redemption.  
   Redeem – to purchase, deliver, to buy back a relative’s property 
 B) Colossians 1:12-14 (AMPC) – We see the depth of our redemption in 

Christ. 
   v.14 – We have redemption through His Blood – (forgiveness, 

deliverance, remission) 
    1) Hebrews 9:11-15 – The Blood of Jesus doesn’t just forgive, it 

blots out our sins, changes our nature to one that desires to serve 
God, brings us into covenant with God and makes us heirs of 
God’s eternal inheritance. 

   v.12-13 – God delivers us from the devil’s dominion and becomes our 
Father. 

    1) Ephesians 1:3-7 – God gives us, redemption, sonship, and makes 
us partakers of all His Blessings. 

    2) Ephesians 2:1-10 – God saves us from our sin and sinful past and 
seats us with Christ. He creates us in Christ to do His good works. 

 C) Romans 8:12-17 – Through our righteous relationship with God in 
Christ, we are now brought into God’s family, filled with the Holy 
Spirit and made partakers of God’s inheritance. 

    1) Ephesians 1:3 – God’s inheritance is every spiritual blessing in 
heavenly places in Christ.
