I PRAYER FOR THE LOST [:10]
a. Read Psalm 2 and John 6:35-48
b. Pray

Jesus pleaded with
you for sinners. He is now at your right hand making intercession.
Father you alone can reveal to these people that Jesus is the Christ, the
Son of the living God.

Holy Spirit, convict them of their sin if they do not trust
in Jesus. Grant them repentance; lead them to the knowledge of the
truth. Jesus, you came to destroy the work of the devil. Grant that these
people come to their senses and are no longer blinded by the god of this
age. Renew their hearts so that they come to you in faith and escape the
wrath to come. Use me to lead them to yourself. Allow them to see the
light of the gospel and receive the bread of life, so that they might know
the glory of Jesus and be saved.
