Be led by the Spirit, not your own strength – Like Paul on his missionary journey, we
should allow the Holy Spirit to guide us, responding to God's direction rather than
relying on our own efforts.

Catch thewind of God's Spirit – Instead of chasing after things that exhaust us, we
need to position ourselves to catch the wind of the Holy Spirit, aligning with His timing
and purpose.

TheWord of God grounds us – Just as a sailboat needs wind to move, we need God's
Word to stabilize and direct us in life, ensuring we're not drifting aimlessly.
