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I. Introduction 

a. We all need vision.

iii. For example, the vision of Alive Church is We Change Lives. 

 
b. When we are a part of a church we can expect that where the church goes, 

we go.  
i. When God is increasing the church, He wants to increase the 

members. 
ii. When God is blessing the church, He wants to bless the members. 

iii. When God is allowing the church to expand and to build, there is 
also an anointing for the members to expand and build. 

c. There are three components to vision, celebrating the past, following God’s 
direction for the present, and hearing for the future.

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iv. Over 3000 people attended Easter Service at the Phillips center.  
1. Additionally 149 people accepted salvation and 69 people 

got baptized.  
v. It’s important to remember the every person that God has impacted 

through a service because “Every number has name and every 
name has a story.

b. God is always speaking, and directing and showing us what we need to do, to be 

where he wants us to be.
