Some important notes:

a. All Spiritual gifts and the many diversities, differences, and manifestation in the
Spirit are for the edification of others 1n the body of Christ, with the exception of
the gift of tongues as a heavenly prayer language. “He who speaks 1n a tongue
edifies himself, but he who prophesies edifies the church.” 1 Corinthians 14:4
This 1s the most-likely reason that Paul dissuaded the Corinthian church from
speaking tongues in church services without interpretations.

b. In 1 Corinthians 12:28-31, Paul asks a series of rhetorical questions indicating that
not all believers will exercise every gift and then he points us to the one and only
motive behind every gift; love. Love assures that the correct gift matches the need.

c. We are vessels that are used by the Lord, like a paint brush 1n the hand of a master
artist, or a scalpel in the hand of a master surgeon. As believers, we are only
stewards of any/all gifts, callings, talents that He entrusts to our care.
