We must strengthen our faith
daily through our willingness

Our genuine willingness to lose for
the sake of our neighbor’s gain is

the only way to maintain the
healthy, thriving, dangerous faith

and to live an abundant life.

It is easy to live a Christianity
that leaves not by example but

by opinion.

It's one thing to say we are
Christ followers. It is another

to show we are Christ
followers, to authentically

live it out. 



Dangerous FAITH 

“Our refuge, and our fortress,
our God in whom we trust... His

faithfulness will be our
protective shield.”

Dangerous FAITH 

When our right to love Jesus is
dependent on the government
keeping it safe, we are not
worshiping Jesus, we are
worshipping our safety.

And as the church, we are not called
to be safe. We are called to love. We

are called to surrender. We're
called to sacrifice. We're called to a

willingness to be uncomfortable.



Dangerous FAITH 

It is time for the church to step out
of our air-conditioned faith into the

heat of reality, secure in the
knowledge that God will protect us

no matter what comes our way.

But God has promised to save us... not
from the furnace...but in the furnace.
