March 22 Group Discussion  

 
1 LIFE engagement question ONE aim: To see God at work in the relationships He has placed 

around us and join Him in His work. Praying for others in this and sharing stories builds our faith 
and gives us courage. Be patient and extend grace to one another as each one of you devotes 
yourselves to following Jesus' lead in your relationships. Everyone does not need to share each 
time you meet. Let God lead and do the work. What do you sense God is asking you to do next 

with your ONE?  
 

Discussion Questions Read John 9:1-41 
 

1.In this story, people assumed the man’s blindness was caused by sin. Have you ever believed 
something about God, yourself, or others that later turned out to be untrue? What helped you 
see it differently?  
 
2. Jesus doesn’t just heal blindness—He challenges the way people interpret reality. Where in 
your life might you be seeing a situation incorrectly or incompletely right now?  
 
3. The Pharisees were confident they could see clearly, yet Jesus says they were blind. Where are 
you most likely to feel certain that you’re “right”? How do you stay open to the possibility that 
you might be missing something?  
 
4. The man who was healed didn’t have all the answers, but he was honest about what he had 
experienced. When it comes to your faith, do you tend to lead with certainty or honesty? What 
would it look like to lean more into honest testimony?  
 
5. This miracle shows that light isn’t just about information—it’s about transformation. Where 
have you seen truth from God actually change the way you live, not just what you believe?  
 
6. The man gradually came to understand who Jesus was over time. How has your 
understanding of Jesus grown or shifted in different seasons of your life?  
 
7. Jesus says He is the light of the world. Where in your life right now do you most need clarity, 
direction, or truth? What would it look like to invite His light into that space? 
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
