Discussion Questions With Emily LeVault 
1. Have you ever witnessed or experienced a situation where mercy was withheld? What impact 

did it have? 
 

2. Now, read Matthew 18 and consider this same question.  
 

3. Have someone in your group read Matthew 23:13-14. Jesus called out the religious leaders for 
blocking people from God’s mercy while pretending to be righteous. Have you seen a version 
of this in today’s world—where people make faith harder for others rather than leading them 
to God? Do you see this playing out in our Springfield (and surrounding area) churches? 
 

4.  Jesus speaks of people being shut out from the kingdom. Have you ever felt shut out of 
church, faith, or grace by someone’s attitude or actions? What was that experience like?  
 

5. Mercy often requires sacrifice—giving up our right to be right, to retaliate, or to judge. Where 
in your life have you been unwilling to sacrifice in favor of mercy? Or where has someone done 
this to you?  
 

6. Who in your life needs mercy instead of judgment this week? What would it look like to extend 
an invitation to them instead of “shutting them out” of church as we enter the Easter season?
