
Small Group Guide: Revelation 12-13:10 
 
Key Takeaways: 
 

●​ The book of Revelation uses symbolic language to describe spiritual realities and battles 
throughout history. 
 

●​ There are multiple valid interpretations of Revelation (preterist, historicist, futurist, 
idealist) that can provide insights when considered together. 
 

●​ Satan accuses believers before God, but we overcome through the blood of Christ, our 
testimony, and not loving our lives unto death. 
 

●​ The "beast" represents corrupt political/governmental systems that oppose God 
throughout history. 
 

●​ Our primary allegiance should be to Christ and His kingdom, not earthly nations or 
systems. 

 
Discussion Questions: 
 

1.​ How does understanding the symbolic nature of Revelation impact your reading of the 
text? Does it change your perspective on end times prophecy? 
 

2.​ What are your thoughts on the different interpretations of Revelation presented? How 
might considering multiple views enrich our understanding? 
 

3.​ The podcast discussed how Satan accuses believers and seeks legal rights to afflict us. 
Have you experienced spiritual warfare in this way? How can we practically apply the 
truths of overcoming through Christ's blood and our testimony? 
 

4.​ How do you see the "beast" system at work in our world today? In what ways might 
Christians be tempted to compromise with worldly systems? 
 

5.​ What does it mean to have our primary allegiance to Christ's kingdom rather than earthly 
nations? How can we live this out while still being good citizens? 
 

6.​ The podcast touched on generational sin and blessing. Have you seen examples of this 
in your own family history? How can we break negative cycles and establish godly 
legacies?
