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WEEK 7 – THE PATH TO RESURRECTION 

Palm Sunday – March 29th  

Scripture: Matthew 21:8–11 

Reflection: Jesus is King. 

Consider: What does it look like for Jesus to truly be King in your life today? 

Prayer Prompt: Praise Jesus. 

Monday – March 30th   

Scripture: John 12:24 

Reflection: Death leads to life. 

Consider: What might God be asking you to surrender so new life can grow? 

Prayer Prompt: Ask what must die. 

Tuesday – March 31st   

Scripture: Luke 22:42 

Reflection: Surrender leads to resurrection. 

Consider: Where is it hardest for you to say, “Not my will, but Yours”? 

Prayer Prompt: Surrender your will. 

Wednesday – April 1st    

Scripture: Isaiah 53:5 

Reflection: His wounds bring healing. 

Consider: What part of your life needs the healing that Jesus has already paid for? 

Prayer Prompt: Thank Jesus. 
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Maundy Thursday – April 2nd    

Scripture: John 13:1–15; Luke 22:19–20 

Reflection: On the night before the cross, Jesus does two powerful things: He 
washes His disciples’ feet and He institutes the Lord’s Supper. Both actions reveal 
the heart of resurrection life. Jesus gives life not by grasping power, but by giving 
Himself away. He kneels as a servant and offers His body and blood as a gift. 
Resurrection life is rooted in sacrificial love — a life poured out for others. To be 
made alive in Christ is to learn how to love as He loves. 

Consider: Where is Jesus inviting you to lay down pride and love others more 
sacrificially? 

Prayer Prompt: Ask Jesus to teach you how to love and serve others with 
humility. Surrender any pride, control, or self-centeredness, and invite Him to 
shape your life into a gift for others. 

Good Friday – April 3rd      

Scripture: John 19:30 

Reflection: The work is finished. 

Consider: What does it mean for you that Jesus has already finished the work on 
your behalf? 

Prayer Prompt: Reflect on the cross. 

Holy Saturday – April 4th       

Scripture: Matthew 27:59–60 

Reflection: Waiting precedes resurrection. 

Consider: Where is God asking you to trust Him in the waiting? 

Prayer Prompt: Trust God in waiting. 

Easter Sunday – April 5th       

Scripture: Matthew 28:5–6 

Reflection: He is risen! Resurrection is your story. 

Consider: How is Jesus inviting you to step fully into new life today? 

Prayer Prompt: Celebrate new life!
