3.What does the story about Joseph and his brothers teach us 
about the effects of not knowing our God-given identity when it 

comes to our relationships with others? 

4.Commitment to particular values and beliefs are a fundamental part of 
identity.  Define the values and beliefs that you are truly committed to.  What 

values and beliefs do you identify with?  What are non-negotiable and how do 
they shape who you are?

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Next steps: 

1. Explore the truth about your God-given identity from the scriptures.  (Rom. 6:6,8:16; 2 Cor 5:17; Gal 

3:29; Eph 2:10; Heb 3:1;  Pet 1:4, 1:23, 2:9).  What does the scripture say about you? 

2. What part does God play in developing your identity and what part do you play?  What action step 

can you take to understand and walk out your God-given identity? 

3. During the week, find at least two people to celebrate for their gifts and talents.  Encourage them 

to excel even beyond you and help them in any way you can.  (Don’t just think good thoughts about 

them, but share those thoughts with them.) 

4. Pray and ask the Lord what talent(s) He has given you to contribute to the body of Christ.  Are you 

hiding or dismissing the value of any gifting you may have?  Ask the Lord to show you what steps 

you could take to walk in this gifting. 

*SMART GOALS: 

a. Specific - Can you state specifically what you are doing? 

b. Measurable - How can we measure this goal so we will know when you have reached it?  

c. Attainable - Is it within your capabilities and does it depend on you? 

d. Relevant - Do you care enough about this goal to make it a priority? 

e. Time Specific - It has a deadline.
