The Astonishing 

Arrival of God



The space between Jesus’ 
incarnation and His 
promised second coming is 
filled with OUR 
anticipation. 



Based on our shared 
understanding, negative 
anticipation manifests as 
anxiety or worry.  

In contrast, positive 
anticipation is characterized 
by hope or faith. 



A person, whose heart has 
not been touched by God’s 
love and redefined by 
Christ, will outsource their 
identity and value to the 
revolving door of “golden 
calves”.

Essential Qualities of the Gospel

1. Redemptive — We live victoriously, 
with freedom from accusing 
thoughts and superficial identities. 
(Colossians 1:13-14)

2. Righteous — We live without the 
weight of sin’s guilt and are enabled 
for a life of godliness. (Romans 
4:23-24)



Essential Qualities of the Gospel

3.Restorative — Restorative means, 
Jesus mends our broken, sinful lives 
and we then help others thrive and 
get better. (1 Peter 5:10) 



Essential Qualities of the Gospel
4.Riotous — The term “riotous” is 

metaphorical. It’s used to convey the 
radical and transformative impact 
of the Gospel - how it disrupts 
established norms, brings about 
profound change, and challenges 
the status quo. (Acts 19:23)

5.Revolutionary — A revolutionary 
gospel stands as a faithful witness to 
the good news of Jesus Christ and 
the manifold wisdom of God. 
(Ephesians 3:10-11) 



Essential Qualities of the Gospel

6.Replete — A replete gospel enables 
us to experience the fullness of God 
and to overflow with His presence, 
personality, nature, and love. 
(Ephesians 3:19; Colossians 2:9-10)

A Redemptive gospel saves 
us from sin's ownership and 
transforms us into children 
of God.



A Righteous gospel saves us 
from sin's lifestyle and 
transforms us into whole 
people who live with godly 
integrity.



A Restorative gospel saves 
us from sin's destruction 
and prepares us to serve 
others.



A Riotous gospel saves us 
from sin's idolatry and 
changes us into fully 
devoted followers of Jesus.



A Revolutionary gospel 
saves us from sin's 
intimidation and authorizes 
us to be brave, authentic 
witnesses of King Jesus.



A Replete gospel saves us 
from sin's emptiness and 
entrusts us to live with the 
fullness of God, lacking no 
good thing.
