ASSURANCE

Just like one of the criminals who was crucified with Jesus all Christians want assurance that
they will go to heaven when they die. He didn’t ask Jesus to save him from suffering and dying,
he simply asked Jesus to remember him when he went to His Kingdom. Jesus responded by
saying, “I tell you the truth, today you will be with me in paradise.”

Five Things We Must Know About Jesus:

1. Even though the world doesn’t believe it, how do we know that we will all face God when
we die?

2. You have heard it said that people are basically good, but what does God say about the sinful
condition of all of us?
Jeremiah 17:9; Ecclesiastes 9:3; Psalm 51:5

3. Discuss how sin came into the world by a man. How can we be forgiven by Jesus who is
more than a man?
Romans 5:19; 1 Corinthians 15:21-25; Hebrews 10:10-14

4. Since we all sin, how can we be assured we will go to Heaven when we die?
Romans 6:23; Ephesians 2:8; Acts 16:27-31

5. Who is the gift of salvation available to?
Romans 10:13; 1 Timothy 2:3-4; Titus 2:11
