Antisemitism Today
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Global Antisemitism Incidents Rise 107.7% in 2024 from 2023 
Fueled by Far-Left Surge, CAM (Combat Antisemitism Movement) 

Annual Data Study Reveals
6326 incidents = 107.7% increase from 2023. 
                58.6% increase from 2022 to 2023.

The ongoing aftermath of the October 7th massacre has seen the most severe 
wave of antisemitism since the end of the Second World War,



Antisemitism Today
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In 2024, the most prominent characteristic of antisemitic incidents was the 
overwhelming dominance of far-left ideology

Far-left incidents surged by 324.8% compared to 2023, rendering the far-left the 
dominant ideological camp of antisemitic incidents.

Islamist-motivated incidents increased by 44.3% from 2023, underscoring the 
dangerous convergence of far-left antisemitism and militant Islamist propaganda.

25 “Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the command to restore and build 
Jerusalem, until Messiah the Prince,
There shall be seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; the street shall be built again, and the wall, even in 
troublesome times. 26 “And after the sixty-two weeks, Messiah shall [j]be cut off, but not for Himself; 
And the people of the prince who is to come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary. The end of it shall 
be with a flood, and till the end of the war, desolations are determined. 27 Then he shall 
confirm a [k]covenant with many for one week; But in the middle of the week, He shall bring an end to 
sacrifice and offering. And on the wing of abominations shall be one who makes desolate, Even until the 
consummation, which is determined, Is poured out on the desolate.”

others who have no hope. 14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with 

Him those who sleep in Jesus.
15 For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord 

will by no means precede those who are asleep.

Tribulation Period
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Seven year period.
First 3 ½ years The Antichrist brokers a peace deal with Israel. It is a deceptive period of peace and progress, with the 
Antichrist initially appearing as a figure of hope.
The building of the Temple in Jerusalem

Then the antichrist will stand in the newly built temple and declare that he is god and demand to be worshiped.

Daniel 9: 27

27 He will confirm a covenant with many for one ‘seven.’[h] In the middle of the ‘seven’[i] he will put an end to sacrifice and 
offering. And at the temple[j] he will set up an abomination that causes desolation, until the end that is decreed is poured 
out on him.[k]”[l]

2 Then I saw another angel ascending from the rising of the sun, with the seal of the living God, and he called with a loud voice to 
the four angels who had been given power to harm earth and sea, 3 saying, “Do not harm the earth or the sea or the trees, until we 
have sealed the servants of our God on their foreheads.” 4 And I heard the number of the sealed, 144,000, sealed from every tribe of 
the sons of Israel:
5 12,000 from the tribe of Judah were sealed,
12,000 from the tribe of Reuben,
12,000 from the tribe of Gad,
6 12,000 from the tribe of Asher,

Old Testament Attacks on Israel

Neo-Babylonian Empire  - 597 BC, when the Neo-Babylonian Empire conquered the Kingdom of Judah and then persecuted 
and exiled its Jewish subjects.

Seleucid Empire – 167 BC When Judea fell under the authority of the Seleucid Empire, the process of Hellenization was 
enforced by law.[4] This effectively meant requiring pagan religious practice. Jewish sacrifice was forbidden, sabbaths and 
feasts were banned, and circumcision was outlawed. Altars to Greek gods were set up and animals prohibited to Jews were 
sacrificed on them. The Olympian Zeus was placed on the altar of the Temple. Possession of Jewish scriptures was made a 
capital offense.

Satan’s attempt to eliminate Israel
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•The Holocaust: This event, which occurred between 1933 and 1945, involved the systematic, state-sponsored persecution 
and murder of approximately six million European Jews by Nazi Germany and its collaborators. Nazi ideology considered 
Jews to be an inferior race and the source of Germany's problems, particularly its defeat in World War I. The Nazis 
implemented a policy known as the "Final Solution," which involved concentrating Jews in ghettos and eventually 
deporting them to death camps where they were systematically murdered through various methods, including gas 
chambers and mass shootings.

•Medieval Persecutions and Expulsions: Throughout the Middle Ages, Jews faced widespread persecution and 
discrimination in Europe, often fueled by religious hatred and economic resentment. Accusations like blood libel (the false 
accusation that Jews kidnapped and murdered Christian children for ritual purposes) and host desecration (accusing Jews 
of abusing consecrated bread used in Christian Eucharist) were used to incite violence against Jewish communities. This 
period also saw numerous expulsions of Jews from various countries and regions, including England (1290), France (14th 
century), and Spain (1492).



Satan’s attempt to eliminate Israel
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•The Khmelnytsky Uprising (1648): This Cossack uprising against the Polish aristocracy and their Jewish administrators 
resulted in the massacre of tens of thousands of Jews in present-day Ukraine.

•Pogroms in the Russian Empire: During the 19th and early 20th centuries, waves of violent anti-Jewish riots known as 
pogroms swept across the Russian Empire, often encouraged or aided by government and police forces. These events 
caused significant loss of life and forced many Jews to emigrate.
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
