Start talking. Find a conversation starter for your group. 
• If you were to write a headline about your life from this past 

week, what would it say? 

Start thinking. Ask a question to get your group thinking. 
• Which part of this message was most impactful for you and 

why?
• Read John 8:32. What is the “truth” that this verse is talking 

about? What are some ways you could seek this truth more 
intentionally?

• What kind of person do you want to be one year from now? 
How do you need to change the way you view yourself in order 
to be that person?

Start sharing. Choose a question to create openness.
• Talk about some of your closest friends. How are these 

individuals influencing your walk with Jesus?
• Money, fame, and popularity are common things people chase 

after. Share some things in your life that you are tempted to 
follow that distract you from God. What steps can you take to 
ensure Jesus is at the center of your life?

Start praying. Be bold and pray with power. 
Father, thank You for Jesus, who is the Truth. Help us let go of 
distractions and focus our hearts on You. We want to 
experience the freedom that only You can give, believing that 
You will set us free from anything that holds us back. In Jesus’ 
name, amen. 

Start doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week.
