GROUP DISCUSSION  
1. What are some methods God has used to guide you where He wanted you to go? 
 
2. Read Exodus 13:17-18. Why did God select a path to Canaan that wasn’t the most direct 

route? 
 
3. Read Exodus 14:1-4. Why did God position Israel by the sea? When have you felt like God led 

you to a place where your back was against the wall and there was no way forward?   
 
4. Read Exodus 14:10-14. What were the three ways the Israelites or Moses reacted to the threat 

of the Egyptians (see vss. 10, 11-12, 13-14)? When have you responded to fear or difficulty in 
one of these same ways? 

 
5. Read Exodus 14:13-14. How were the Israelites encouraged by Moses to respond to the 

impending threat of the Egyptians? What actions did he tell the Israelites to do? 
 
6. Read Exodus 14:28-31. In the Exodus the Israelites win the battle not by fighting, but by doing 

what God asked them to do and trusting He would act. How did Jesus model this same 
attitude of trusting God and surrendering (see Matthew 26:36-52 for one example)? How easy 
or difficult do you find surrendering your life, relationships, plans, and path to the Lord?   

 
7. Is there anything you need to surrender to the Lord or trust Him with today? How can this 

group remind you to do that in the days ahead?
