1 Then Jerubbaal (that is, Gideon) and all the people who were

with him rose early and encamped beside the well of Harod, so

that the camp of the Midianites was on the north side of them

by the hill of Moreh in the valley. 2 And the LORD said to

Gideon, “The people who are with you are too many for Me to

give the Midianites into their hands, lest Israel claim glory for

itself against Me, saying, ‘My own hand has saved me.’

6 And the

number of those who lapped, putting their hand to their mouth,

was three hundred men; but all the rest of the people got down

on their knees to drink water.

who lapped I will save you, and deliver the Midianites into your

hand.

And he sent away all the rest of Israel, every man to his tent,

and retained those three hundred men. Now the camp of

Midian was below him in the valley. 9 It happened on the same

night that the LORD said to him, “Arise, go down against the

camp, for I have delivered it into your hand.

12 Now the

Midianites and Amalekites, all the people of the East, were

lying in the valley as numerous as locusts; and their camels

were without number, as the sand by the seashore in multitude.

14 Then his companion

answered and said, “This is nothing else but the sword of

Gideon the son of Joash, a man of Israel! Into his hand God

has delivered Midian and the whole camp.”

They pursued Midian and

brought the heads of Oreb and Zeeb to Gideon on the other

side of the Jordan.

4 And being assembled together with them, He commanded

them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise

of the Father, “which,” He said, “you have heard from Me; 5 for

John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with

the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 6 Therefore, when

they had come together, they asked Him, saying, “Lord, will

You at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?”
