Free From the Curse 

 
The earth has multiple curses in it. A curse is a spiritual 
force coming into the natural world to kill, steal, and destroy. 
The devil uses man’s authority to bring to pass bad things 
on humanity. When Jesus came to this earth, His major job 
was to remove from man these bad things and replace them 
with the good. We will be showing you in Scripture today 
how we can live free from the curses. 
 
Genesis 12:1-3 KJV Now the LORD had said unto Abram, 
Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from 
thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee: [2] And I 
will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and 
make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: [3] And I 
will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth 
thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed. 
 
Now you notice that when God made a covenant with 
Abraham, God started removing the curse from his life and 
his family‘s life. When Abraham believed, he started being 
blessed beyond any man on the earth. Abraham believed 
that Jesus would take our curse on the cross, because God 
had preached the gospel to him; so Abraham already knew 
that Jesus would pay the price so that God could bless us.  



If we believe like Abraham believed, the curse that’s in this 
earth will be pushed back from our lives by God’s Holy 
Spirit. Today’s a day to declare that you are free from the 
curse of the law, because Jesus has taken your curse for 
you. Here are some more Scripture verses that will help you 
understand this. 
 
Galatians 3:13-14 KJV 
Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being 
made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one 
that hangeth on a tree: [14] That the blessing of Abraham 
might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we 
might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. 
 
Galatians 3:29 KJV 
And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs 
according to the promise. 
 
Romans 4:7-8 KJV 
Saying, Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and 
whose sins are covered. [8] Blessed is the man to whom the 
Lord will not impute sin. 
 
Remember Jesus took your curse to give you His blessing. 
God wants to stop our bad and give us His good.
