The Great White Throne Judgment 

(Revelation 20:11-15) 
 
“11 Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled 
away. And there was found no place for them. 12 And I saw the dead, small and great, standing before God, and 
books were opened. And another book was opened, which is the Book of Life. And the dead were judged 
according to their works, by the things which were written in the books. 13 The sea gave up the dead who were 
in it, and Death and Hades delivered up the dead who were in them. And they were judged, each one 
according to his works. 14 Then Death and Hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. 15 And 
anyone not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire.”

• The Judge will be Jesus!

#2. Who will be judged? (V.15)

Who have you told lately about the Savior Jesus Christ? 
 
#3. Who will be able to escape the judgment? (Vv.11-13) 
 

• Hebrews 9:27; Luke 16:22-23 
 

There will be nowhere to run or hide! 
 
#4. Whose standard will the lost be judged by? (Vv.12-13;15) 
 

• Book One – The Law (Ten Commandments.) 
o Exodus 20:2-17; 1 Corinthians 6:9-10 

• Book Two – The New Testament (Jesus words.)  
o John 12:48. 

• Book Three – The lost person’s life (works and deeds.) 
o Revelation 20:13 

• Book Four – The Book of Life (Salvation.)  
o Matthew 25:46
