Read this at your Table.

Romans 3 (NLT)
10 No one is righteous - not even one. 20 No one can
ever be made right with God by doing what the law

commands. The law simply shows us how sinful we are.

21 But now God has shown us a way
to be made right with him without

keeping the requirements of the law.

22 We are made right with God by placing our faith
in Jesus Christ. And this is true for everyone who believes,
no matter who we are. 23 For everyone has sinned; we all

fall short of God'’s glorious standard.

24 Yet God, with undeserved kindness, declares that we are
righteous. He did this through Christ Jesus when he freed
us from the penalty of sins. 25 For God presented Jesus as

the sacrifice for our sin.

26 God did this to demonstrate his righteousness,
for he himself is fair and just, and he declares sinners

to be right in his sight when they believe in Jesus.

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The problem with SIN is that it
SEPARATES you from God.

15 and | will cause hostility
between you and the woman, and between your offspring
and her offspring. He [Jesus] will strike your head, and you
will strike his heal. 21 And the Lord God made clothes out of
animal skins for Adam and his wife, and he clothed them.

God covered the GUILTY with the INNOCENT.

5 things you must BELIEVE. (to become a Christian)

1. Your sin SEPARATES you from GOD.

Romans 3 (NLT)

2. Your GOOD works will never be GOOD enough.

Romans 3 (NLT)
20 No one can ever be made right with God by doing what
the law commands.

3. Your BAD works will never be too BAD.

Romans 3 (NLT)
22 \We are made right with God by placing our faith in
Jesus Christ. And this is true for everyone who believes,

no matter who you are.



4. God’s JUSTICE requires PAYMENT for your sin.

Romans 5 (NLT)

18 Yes, Adam’s one sin brings condemnation for everyone, but
Christ’s one act of righteousness brings a right relationship

with God and new life for everyone.

5. God’s LOVE provided the full and
final payment through JESUS.

Romans 3 (NLT)
25 For God presented Jesus as the sacrifice for our sin.
People are made right with God when they believe that

Jesus sacrificed his life, shedding his blood.

1. REPENT.

Repentance is turning from sin and to God.

Acts 3 (NLT)
19 Now repent of your sins and turn to God,

so that your sins may be wiped away.

2 Peter 3 (KJV)

2. CONFESS.

Confession is agreeing with God about your sin.

Romans 6 (NLT)
23 For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift

of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Romans 10 (NLT)

13 Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.

BELIEVE.

Salvation is a free gift from God through Jesus.

Ephesians 2

8 God saved you by his grace when you believed. And you
can’t take credit for this; it is a gift from God. ° Salvation is
not a reward for the good things we have done, so none of us

can boast about it.

RECEIVE.

God gives you with his Spirit at Salvation.

Acts 2
8 [Jesus said,] “You will receive power

when the Holy Spirit comes upon you.”

PRAYER OF SALVATION.

God - I've been telling you NO and today I’'m saying
YES! I’'m done making excuses. I’'m done playing
games. I’'m done running and hiding. I'm done

chasing anything other than YOU.

Today - I’'m believing and receiving the free gift of
JESUS as the full and final payment for my sin. I'm
trusting in your good works not mine.

Thank you for being my father, my forgiver,
